When writing The Prayer of
the Faithful:

¢ Use words like “we”, “us”,
and “our” - these prayers are
not directed to God, but to
the congregation, so that we
can all pray together.

At Mass, The Prayer of the
Faithful should follow this
structure:
Prayers for: )
Start with:
1. The Church o “We pray for (insert
2. The World theme).... that...”
3. Those Suffering
4. The (school) Community
5. Other Intentions
6. Ourselves (in silent prayer) End with:
o “Lord, hear us”
Lord, graciously
hear us

Leave a moment of silence
for personal prayer

The Prayers should also take
into account:

e Scripture from the Mass or
¢ The Liturgical Season o “Lord, in your mercy”
¢ The theme of the Mass Hear our prayer

Examples
We pray for our school community, that the Holy Spirit will
guide us as we begin this new academic year.

We pray for Church leaders, that they may be strengthened in
their roles and bring those they serve closer to Jesus.
